Justice

Fairness; the principle that people receive that 
which they deserve.

The practice or quality of including or involving

Persecution

Hostility and ill-treatment, especially because of 
race or political or religious beliefs.

An international document that states the rights and 
freedoms of all human beings.

Status Position or rank in relation to others.

Racism

Prejudice, discrimination, or antagonism by an 
individual, community, or institution against a 
person or people on the basis of their membership 
of a particular racial or ethnic group.

Slavery

A condition of having to work very hard without 
proper pay or appreciation.

Liberation

The action of setting someone free from 
imprisonment, slavery, or oppression

Theology

A movement in Catholic Christianity which attempts 
to address the problems of poverty and social 
injustice as well as spiritual matters.

Change

Changing of the social order of a society.

Gender

A word that is used to talk about how people 
express masculine (traits most people think of as 
male) or feminine (traits most people think of as 
female) traits.

Equality

The state in which access to rights or opportunities 
is unaffected by gender.

Feminism

The advocacy of women's rights on the ground of 
the equality of the sexes.

LGBTQ

An acronym for lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender 
and queer or questioning. Terms are used to 
describe a person’s sexual orientation or gender 

identity.

A physical or mental condition that limits a person's 
movements, senses, or activities.
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
